Abstract

The goal of activities covered by this Report was to develop guidelines and technical framework of design of geospatial database based on Geographical Information System ARCGIS developed by ESRI.

The planned and newly designed geospatial database will be used to store all the measurement data obtained in the course of CHEMSEA project, starting with bathymetric data obtained with multibeam echosounder, sonogrammes of towed side scan sonar, earth magnetic field variations measured with utilization of towed magnetometer. In the long term, the database will be filled not only with hydrographic, but also oceanographic and biochemical data.
The phase of development of the database, described in this Report encompasses internal construction of database structure. Additionally, in order to clarify issues connected with creating geodatabases, this Report includes two annexes.
