on post – processing of hydroacoustic data
of hydrographic survey conducted in the areas
A - Gdansk Deep and C - Central Baltic

Abstract
The purpose of tasks conducted within the framework described in this Report was to post-process the hydrographic survey data collected in the areas of Gdansk Deep. The goal of post-processing was to analyze the hydroacoustic data, collected with utilization of multibeam echosounder and towed side scan sonar, in order to reveal potential locations of bottom objects that may be recognized as Chemical Munitions or as containers or wracks potentially containing Chemical Munitions.

The estimated size of containers used to store Chemical Munitions was defined, based on the research of historical documents, as 150 mm artillery shells and steel barrels.

The analysis of hydroacoustic data was aimed to reveal presence of bottom objects of appropriate size. Additionally, detailed characteristic of bottom configuration has been prepared, with detailed description of detected, previously uncharted, wracks.
